
Writing Studies / Professional Writing Emphasis: Degree Guide 
The list in the center assumes 12 hours / semester and suggests the sequence of "required" courses for the Professional Writing emphasis in Writing 
Studies. Note the number of choices you have each semester, other than the required courses. To complete the Writing Studies track, you will choose 6 
courses: 3 at the 3000-level and 3 at the 4000-level. When you have fulfilled those requirements, you have more courses you can choose, as electives (in 
media production or graphic design, for instance), or as part of a minor in Creative Writing, a minor in Technical Writing, or a minor in English, Literary 
Studies.
